1. What are the two evils that Kohelet speaks of at the beginning of the Perek?

2. "Do not all go to one place", or as the Metzudat David explains "In his death he
will return to the dust like all others, for he will go to the grave as other do, so
does he." Is that true? Do we believe that life is without purpose since we will all
die in the end?

3. "For who knowa what is good for man in his life, all the days of his vain life which
he spenda as a shadow?" — Where in our prayers/Tehillim are days compared to
shadow? Is the explanation of our pasuk the same as the one in our prayers? See
the exegetes.
