1. The chapter is a review of the story of “the breach of Uzah” in the book of
Shmuel II, chapter 6, but with some small differences. One of the differences is
that in Divrei Hayamim the involvement of the people with the decision to return
the ark to Jerusalem is emphasized. Why is that more emphasized in the book of
Divrei Hayamim than in the book of Shmuel?

2. Is God’s anger limited to the specific action of Uzah, or perhaps it relates to
something inappropriate in the event in its entirety?

3. Did David do anything wrong in the ceremony to return the ark to Jerusalem?
(Hint: See below, chapter 15, verses 11-15).

4. How did the story of the breach of Uzah affect David’s style of ruling as king?
